Dear Members,

Please find attached the proposed changes to the constitution and the agenda for the AGM. My apologies for the amount of changes, but please take the time to read and vote. The short option is to tick “agree with all” box!

Most of the changes are due to compliance issues in line with the Associations Act that apparently we have neglected to address for a while! We have used the model constitution as the template and customised it where necessary so although it looks different, most is similar in content just expanded …. and this was the simple version! We have utilised a Business consultant to assist us through this time consuming business [ days and hours!]. The original constitution was prepared in December 2001 for the purposes of incorporation, in order to apply for grants for the production of CARPA STM, and the Act has had several changes since then. We still require  incorporation so must comply with the Act. 
Past discussions at meetings (as minuted) since 2005 have suggested a change in name so we have taken the opportunity to present these as well for you to vote on! 
We have recognised that the environment that CARPA is now operating in, has changed since its inception 20 years ago  (i.e.) there are now many professional support bodies for individual practitioners but no organizations bring together practitioners from all disciplines (especially in Central Australia) until recently when CRANA voted to open its membership to all remote practitioners.  This may mean that we may be able to form alliances/partnerships etc to work towards common goals.

Please come to the AGM to discuss and vote for or against these changes. If you are unable to attend, you may indicate by proxy whether you agree or not to the proposed changes as outlined in document – either in entirety or individually.
